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Midwest Youth Team Tennis

10 and Under Program Facts

Who runs it:

1. There are two options.  Any program running in the spring/summer must be run by a Junior Tennis Association/Committee.  This will include a Board of Directors and volunteers.  A Fall, Winter, or Spring program may be run by an organization other than a Tennis Association but not in conflict with an existing program.    

2. Needs to be open to public.   
3. Parents/Volunteers will be solicited to coach teams.

What is the program:

1. The program will be called  _(City)_____ Youth Team Tennis.

2. The target market is 5-10 year olds. 
3. Each participant will receive a uniform, ball, racquet, Ace’s Kids Club Package and USTA Jr. Membership.  Bags are an option instead of a racket for a second season player.
4. The first week will be practice and then the 36’ or 60’ format will be used for match play the following weeks.

5. Each week there will be a practice and match. (60-90 minutes is recommended) 

6. Teams will have an average of six players per team.  

7. Co-ed teams should be divided up by schools if possible.

8. Cost will be $55 or more for first year programs.  USTA/Midwest Section will keep $55 of entry fee.  The remaining balance will go to the local association overseeing program.  Second year and beyond programs may take advantage of a $45 package that would give them everything except for nets.  This is done when renewing their program.  

Benefits:
1.  Children at a young age get to play tennis as an organized team sport.
2.  Participants receive a racquet, uniform, Ace’s Kids Club Package, and USRA Jr. 
Membership.
3.  Community and parent involvement.
4.  Gives children a lifetime sport that incorporates physical fitness.
5.  Modified tennis that participants can play right away.
6.  Fills empty courts.
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
